• Continue the Team Winchester ethnic and encourage sports teams and societies to work 
together for a network of supports through the Sport & Soc Councils. 

• Increase the participation rate from non-active students, and give them opportunities 
through volunteering projects in the local community e.g. Macmillan Tree of thought which I 
ran this year. 

• Aim to increase the number of supporters at home fixtures utilising the new development.  
• Establish a drivers database of individuals willing to drive teams to minimise transport 

issues.  
• As the university expands I will increase the number of teams entered into BUSA/SESSA 

leagues, and also the cup/plate – Men’s Rugby 2s, Men’s Hockey 2s, Women’s Football 2s.  
• Increase the diversity and number of societies and sports offered to you. 
• Ensure major events like Winton and Colours are continually improved so students receive 

the best events possible. 
• Work closely with the Student Development Officer to enable more volunteering 

opportunities for you.
